O campo econdémico
Pierre Bourdieu

Com base em pesquisas desenvolvidas a respeito da economia da casa prépria,
trata-se de construir uma teoria econdmica que respeite mais a logica pratica
dos agentes, integrando as condi¢des econdmicas e sociais da génese das
disposi¢cdes econdmicas. Isto implica conceber o “mercado”, tal como
freqlientemente pressuposto pela ortodoxia econdmica, como o produto de
uma construgao social. O campo econdémico é um universo regido por leis
especificas, resultando de um processo de diferenciagdo histérico, entre as
quais se destaca em primeiro lugar a busca do interesse propriamente mate-
rial. Contrariamente ao que implica uma visdo mecanicista, os agentes econo-
micos criam o campo como campo de forgas, ao deformar em graus variaveis
sua vizinhanga, como na fisica einsteiniana. O principio das acdes econémicas
e as margens de liberdade dos agentes devem ser procuradas — conforme os
ensinamentos da tradi¢do de Harvard — na estrutura do campo, isto é, na
estrutura da distribuicdo dos diferentes capitais e nas relacdes de forgas cor-
respondentes, que ndo se reduzem nem a interagdes nem a ajustes mecanicos.

O campo econdmico é um campo de lutas, onde os precos sdo alvos e armas
no quadro das estratégias das empresas (explicitadas pelas teorias de admi-
nistracdo), que dependem da estrutura do campo e, em particular, das rela-
¢des de dominagdo que o caracterizam. O capital tecnol6gico desempenha
um papel importante na subversdo das hierarquias estabelecidas,
notadamente ao levar a redefini¢do das fronteiras entre os campos. Mas as
proprias empresas sdo o lugar de lutas que contribuem para a determinagdo
de suas estratégias, estas dependendo ao mesmo tempo da estrutura da
distribuicao do capital entre os dirigentes e da posi¢do da empresa no cam-
po. As estratégias de uma empresa dependem também estreitamente das
relacdes de homologia que se estabelecem entre sua posi¢do no campo de
producdo e a de seus clientes no espaco social, o que faz da competicdo
economica um conflito destrutivo, mas indireto.

Anogdo de habitus permite substituir a construgao escoldstica que é o hono
oeconomicus por uma concepgao realista da pratica econémica: ela é o pro-

uto de antecipagdes razoaveis baseadas sobre a relacdo obscura entre dis-
duto de ant basead b 1 b tred
posicdes e um campo. Este ajustamento pratico faz da teoria “neocldssica”
uma ilusdo bem fundada, que encontra uma validagdo suplementar na for¢a
social atribuida a este discurso. Ao fornecer as teorias econémicas um fun-
damento antropolégico que outorga um lugar central a génese social das
disposicoes, como a racionalidade econémica, contribui-se para devolver a
economia a sua verdade de ciéncia historica.

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The economic field
Pierre Bourdieu

Taking the research carried out on the economy of the household, the author
has attempted to construct an economic theory more respectful of the
practical logic of the actors and which integrates the economic and social
conditions that give rise to the economic arrangements.

This requires conceiving the “market” that is usually presupposed by orthox
economics as the product of a social construction. The economic field is a
world governed by specific laws stemming form a process of historical differen-
tiation, primary among which is the pursuit of properly material interests.

Contrary to what is implied by a mechanistic vision, here the economic actors
make their field one of forces by deforming, to various degrees, their
neighborhood, as in Einsteinian physics. The principle of these economic
actions and the agents’ room for manoueuvre lie - as the Harvard tradition
teaches —in the structure of the field, i.e. in the way the distribution of the
different capitals is structured and in the correlative power relations, which
cannot be reduced to interactions or to mechanical adjustments.

The economic field is one of struggle in which prices are both the object and
the weapon of company strategies (set out in management theories), which
depend on the structure of the field and in particular on that of the relations
of domination which characterize it. Technological capital plays an important
role in subverting established hierarchies, notably by contributing to
redrawing the boundary lines between fields.

But the companies themselves are the site of struggles which help determine
their strategies and which depend on both the structure of the distribution of
the capital among the decision-makers and the company’s position in the field.

Afirm’s strategies also strongly depend on the homology relations that grow up
between its position in the field of production and that of its clients in the social
space: all of which makes economic competition a destructive but indirect conflict.

The notion of habitus allows the author to replace the scholastic construction
of homo oeconomicus with a realistic conception of economic practice: this is
the product of reasonable anticipations based on the obscure relationship
between dispositions and a field. This practical adjustment makes “neo-classic”
theory a well-founded illusion which finds additional validation in the social
power conferred on this discourse. By providing economic theories with an
anthropological grounding which attributes a central position to the social
origins of dispositions, like economic rationality, the author contributes to
restoring economic to its true function as a historical science.

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Analise critica da Sociologia Econdmica de Marx Granovetter: os
limites de uma leitura do mercado em termos de redes e imbricagao

Este texto objetiva analisar tedrica e metodologicamente a abordagem estru-
tural de Granovetter, a fim de avaliar os alcances e os limites do pensamento de
um dos autores mais famosos e representativos da Nova Sociologia Economi-
ca. Chegamos a conclusao de que, apesar de constituir uma andlise genuina-
mente sociol6gica dos fendmenos econémicos, em particular gragas a (re)elabo-
racdo de conceitos fundamentais como rede, imbricagdo ou grupo econdomi-
co, aabordagem de Granovetter apresenta uma série de limitacoes, que dizem
respeito, entre outras, a uma reflexdo ainda incipiente no que tange as motiva-
¢oes do ator econdmico, a uma certa indefini¢do conceitual e a um negligen-
ciamento do contexto social mais amplo no qual as redes estdo inseridas.

Critical analysis of Mark Granovetter’s Economic Sociology: the
limits of an interpretation of the market in terms of networks
and embeddedness

Cécile Raud-Mattedi

This text aims to analyse theoretically and methodologically Granovetter’s
structural approach in order to evaluate the reaches and limits of the thought
of one of the most famous and representative authors of the New Economic
Sociology. We come to the conclusion that, in spite of constituting a genuinely
sociological analysis of the economic phenomena, in particular due to the
(re)elaboration of fundamental concepts as network, embeddedness or
economic group, Granovetter’s approach presents a series of limitations,
which have to do, among others, with a reflection yet incipient concerning
the motivations of the economic actor, a certain conceptual indefinition and
aneglect of the wider social context in which networks are embedded.

To achieve this
goal, it is also necessary to introduce the concept of inflationary coalition to
explain the long survival of inflation and the concept of stabilizing coalition
in order to understand the success of monetary stabilization.

Este trabalho tem seu foco nos circuitos por onde trafegam as informacoes
no ambito de um mercado que pode ser considerado modelo exemplar das
relacoes econdmicas capitalistas: a bolsa de valores.

A
pesquisa nos levou a constatacdo de que as informacoes sdao o objeto
principal da concorréncia entre os participantes do mercado acionario,
uma concorréncia eminentemente desigual, na medida em que, nela, o que
conta realmente nao é o contetido que estd sendo transmitido, mas a posi-
¢do em que os participantes do mercado se encontram em relagao as insti-
tuicdes e as redes por onde as informacgdes circulam.

Paths and meanings of information in the stock market

This papers focuses on the circuits along which information circulates within
the sphere of a market taken as an exemplary institution of capitalist market
relations: the stockmarket. Through ethnographic research, we have sought
to identify the different contents this information can carry in the scope of
the stockmarket, the configurations the information can assume and,
particularly, the nature of the relations that shape the circuits and networks
through which information circulates. The research led us to conclude that
information is the main focus of competition among participants in the
stockmarket. This is an eminently unequal type of competition, since what
really counts here is not the content of what is being communicated, but the
position each participant in the market holds in relation to the institutions
and the networks through which the information circulates.

Apesar da enorme relevancia e dos riscos potenciais que embute, o relacio-
namento dos Bancos Centrais com os bancos é sistematicamente ocultado
no debate sobre o papel dos BCs nas economias contemporaneas e no
ordenamento juridico de suas competéncias e atribui¢oes. Quando o tema
vem a publico, em fungao de crises bancarias e prejuizos imputados ao setor
publico, entra em cena uma poderosa mistificacdo das questdes envolvidas,
tratadas como problemas “inevitaveis” e “técnicos”, a serem mantidos fora
do debate “politico”. Depois de rever o papel de emprestador de ultima
instancia dos Bancos Centrais, o artigo destaca a experiéncia brasileira, em
especial o processo de ocultamento e mistificacdo com que foi tratada a acao
do BCB no caso do Banco Econémico. Apresenta também um sumario dos
desafios colocados por estes problemas para a transparéncia, a regulacgao e
o controle democrético da sociedade sobre o sistema financeiro e o BC.

Hidden and mystification of central bank relationship with banks:
observations on brazilian experience

Notwithstanding the huge relevance of the issue and the potential risks
involved, the relationship of central banks with banks is systematically hidden
in the debate about central banks’ role in the contemporary economies and
in the legal framework of its competences and attributions. When the issue
emerges, due to banking crises and financial losses to public sector, comes
into sight a powerful mystification of questions involved, treated as “inevitable”
and “technical” problems to be maintained out of the “political” debate. After
reviewing the role of central banks as lenders of last resort, the article
detaches the Brazilian experience, especially the hiding and mystification
process applied to BCB action in the Banco Econémico case. It presents, also,
a summary of the challenges, resulting from these problems, to transparency,
regulation and democratic control by society of the financial sector and CB.

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A evolugao institucional do Banco Central e as mudangas de politica
monetaria no Brasil no periodo 1964-1998

Lecio Morais

O artigo discute o processo de mudanca do padrdo de politica monetdria no
Brasil no periodo 1964-1998, acompanhando a tendéncia do paradigma
internacional para esse tipo de politica. O foco sdo as mudangas ocorridas
nos anos noventa. Utilizando conceitos de paradigma tedrico e de politica
economica (Peter Hall), e de campo organizacional (March e Olsen), investiga
a difusdo no Brasil das idéias econémicas do paradigma neoliberal que infor-
mam as politicas monetdrias adotadas. Discute a relacdo entre a evolugdo da
profissionalizacio dos dirigentes do Banco Central (BCB) e a integracdo da
autoridade monetdria no campo internacional de central banking, estabele-
cendo uma periodizagdo para tal processo. A transformacdo na profissiona-
lizacdo da autoridade monetdria revela o processo de difusdo do novo
paradigma de teoria e de politica econdmicas, base das mudancas na politica
monetdria. A andlise da profissionaliza¢ao é feita com dados de origem pro-
fissional e de formacdo académica dos diretores do BCB.

The institutional evolution of the Brazil’s Central Bank and changes
in Brazil’s monetary policy, from 1864-1998

Lecio Morais

This paper reviews the changes of Brazilian monetary policy between 1964
and 1998, and relates them to the shifts of the international monetary policy
paradigm during this period. The study focuses especially on the 1990s. The
article uses the concepts of theoretical and economic policy paradigms (Peter
Hall) and organisational field (March and Olsen) to investigate the diffusion
of the neoliberal monetary policy framework in Brazil. The article also
considers the relationship between the integration of the Central Bank of
Brazil (BCB) in the international field of central banking and the changes in
the degree of professionalisation of the directors of the BCB, offering a
periodisation for this process. The changing degree of professionalisation of
the monetary authority reveals the process of diffusion of the new (neoliberal)
paradigm of economic theory and policy, which underpins the monetary
policy changes in Brazil. This analysis is based on the professional and
academic background of the directors of the BCB.

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Contribuicao para uma historia de regulamentacao do setor de
energia elétrica no Brasil: o Codigo de Aguas de 1934 e o Conselho
Nacional de Aguas e Energia Elétrica

O estudo trata da histéria da regulamentacdo do setor de energia elétrica
brasileiro, a partir do Conselho Nacional de Aguas e Energia Elétrica (CNAEE),
entre 1939 e 1954. O CNAEE tinha o objetivo de cumprir o Cédigo de Aguas
de 1934 - ato legislativo que significou a afirmacdo da autoridade ptblica
federal sobre recursos considerados estratégicos, definindo a demarcagéo
interna de competéncias, direitos e responsabilidades sobre eles — e assumiu
fung¢des de regulamentagdo e normatizagdo. O estudo se insere no quadro
das discussdes sobre o processo histérico do desenvolvimento do capitalis-
mo no Brasil e a constituicdo do Estado, permitindo apreender, com relacdo
ao quadro politico-institucional, as estratégias e os instrumentos para a ca-
nalizagdo das demandas elaboradas pelos diferentes grupos e fracoes de
classes do periodo, diferentes das praticas de concessdo de recursos e bene-
ficios que haviam predominado ao longo da Primeira Republica (1889-1930).

Contribution for a history of the regulation of the electric energy
sector in Brazil: the Water Code of 1934 and the Water and Electric
Power National Council

This study aims to analyse the history of the Brazilian electric power sector,
throughout the development of the Water and Electric Power National
Council (CNAEE), between 1939 and 1954. The CNAEE was originally created
to execute the Water Code — an legislative act conceived in 1934, which
represented the consolidation of federal public authority concerning
strategic resources, defining its competencies, responsibilities and rights
—, but it also undertakes the assignment on ruling and regulating this
sector. The study partakes in the debate around the both historical process
of state constitution, and capitalism development in Brazil, in order to
apprehend strategies and demands from the groups and fractions of the
dominant class, dissimilar from those formers expedients to grant resources
and benefits, usual at the Old Republic (1889-1930).

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As conseqiiéncias da indefinicio do marco regulatorio brasileiro: as
reunioes do Conselho Consultivo da Anatel no periodo 1998-2003

As agéncias de regulacdo no Brasil, criadas a partir de 1995 no contexto da
reforma do Estado na primeira gestdo de Fernando Henrique Cardoso (1994-
1998), ainda buscam uma identidade organizacional, pois suas operagoes,
bem como seus respectivos campos de atuacdo — ndo estdo definidos de
forma precisa. O Conselho Consultivo da Agéncia Nacional de Telecomunica-
¢des - Anatel demonstra as contradi¢des da Agéncia, pois as reunides dessa
instancia consultiva sintetizam, ou refletem, o préprio drama da organiza-
¢do em consolidar-se como ator politico. Como poderemos observar no
artigo, os membros do Conselho Consultivo demonstram desinformacao
sobre a efetiva responsabilidade ptblica da Anatel diante dos processos de
privatizacdo ocorridos no Pais a partir da década de 1990 e aimportancia do
papel regulatdrio da Agéncia diante de fortes interesses econdémicos advindos
do capital transnacional. O artigo, portanto, procura demonstrar as contra-
di¢des da Anatel a partir da perspectiva do Conselho Consultivo da Agéncia.

Consequences of the indefinition of the Brazilian regulatory
frame: Anatel’s Consulting Council’s meetings, during the period
of 1998-2003

The agencies of regulations in Brazil, created since 1995 in the context of the
reform of the State during the first period from Fernando Henrique Cardoso
(1994-1998), still search an organizational identity, so its operations, as well
its respectives fields on actuations, are not well expressed in a precise way.
The consultive Counsel of the Agéncia Nacional de Telecomunicagoes — Anatel
proved the Agency contradictions, so the meetings of this consultive Agency
resumed or reflecyed the own drama of the organization in consolidate as an
politic actor. As we can observed in the article, the members of the Consultive
Counsel show disinformation about the effective public responsibility from
Anatel in front the process of privatizations occurred in the country from the
decade of 1990 and the importance of the regularization of the Agency in
front of strong economics interests came from transnational funds. The
article consequently look for demonstrate the contradictions of Anatel from
the perspective Counsel Consultive of the Agency.
