A palestra procura especificar o foco caracteristico de uma Sociologia Politi-
ca, em confronto com o de uma Ciéncia Politica com pretensdes de autono-
mia e com o da perspectiva da “escolha racional” como esfor¢o singular-
mente importante de teorizagdo abstrata e generalizante. Sustenta-se que,
apesar de certa visdo convencional procurar vincular os fenémenos politi-
cos com o plano do Estado, tanto a definigio apropriada da politica quanto
a explicac¢do dos fendmenos politicos, bem como os préprios problemas
substantivos ou teéricos relativos a implantagio e a operagdo da democra-
cia, remetem ao contexto social geral e tornam “Ciéncia Politica” sindnimo
de “Sociologia Politica”.

Political Sociology, Political Science and “rational choice”

This lecture seeks to specify the characteristic focus of a political science,
as opposed to the idea of a Political Science and its pretension of autonomy
and of the perspective of a “rational choice”, as a singularly important
effort of abstract and general theorization. It is claimed that, despite the
fact that there is a conventional view that seeks to relate the political
phenomena to the level of the State, both the appropriate definition of
politics and the explanation of political phenomena, as well as the
substantive or theoretical problems with the implementation and operation
of democracy, refer to the social context, thus making “political science”
and “political sociology” synonyms.

It also sketches an
analysis of the basic characteristics of that political sociology, mostly through
the succint examination of “Dependency and Development in Latin America”
by Fernando Henrique Cardoso and Enzo Faletto.

After some general inferences and suggestions
on the boundaries of political sociology — here understood as a specific
scientific tradition within the universe of social sciences —the text concentrates
on the analysis of the relation between such scientific practice and the
ideological system as presented in the ideias of Oliveira Vianna, the main
respresentative of one of the most powerful branches of the “Brazilian
authoritarian thought”.

A centralidade que assumem hoje as tecnologias de informagdo e comunica-

Social articulation to face social exclusion

The centrality adopted today by the information and communication
technologies in the contemporary society is at the core of an experience with
the characteristics of the CDI. The subject of digital inclusion represents
today an increasing concern to provide access to the communication and
information technologies on the part of the population that is disadvantaged
and excluded. The experience of the CDI shows the possibilities that open up
in the struggle against technological segregation, drawing attention to the
multiplicity of solidarities and alliances, the gradual formation of a digital
community among the excluded, and the different procedures of re-
socialization and broadening of citizenship.

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A causa da ciéncia
Pierre Bourdieu

O campo das ciéncias sociais se distingue dos outros campos cientificos na
medida em que cada um dos especialistas estd em concorréncia ndo somente
com outros cientistas, mas também com o conjunto de agentes sociais que se
esforcam para impor suas préprias visées do mundo. Ele esta assim atravessa-
do por duas légicas contrérias, a do campo politico e a do campo cientifico,
que fundamentam principios de hierarquia opostos. Trata-se de mostrar como
uma ciéncia social que tem por objeto seu préprio fundamento pode fornecer
os principios de uma Realpolitik cientifica cujo objetivo é o progresso da razio
cientifica. Esses principios referem-se, por um lado, 2 epistemologia e a Socio-
logia dos campos de producdo, quando favorecem uma confrontagio de pon-
tos de vista que se percebem como tais no conhecimento dos determinantes
sociais de suas diferencas. Eles dizem respeito também a transformacdo da
organizagdo social da producio e da circulagdo cientificas, tanto em escala
nacional quanto internacional, no sentido de um working dissensus fundado no
reconhecimento critico de compatibilidades e de incompatibilidades explici-
tas, estabelecidas cientificamente e ndo socialmente.

The cause of science
Pierre Bourdieu

The field of the‘social sciences stands apart from other scientific fields insofar
as every specialist is competing not only with other scholars but with the lot
of social agents anxious to impose their own view of society. As such it is
crossed by two conflicting logics, that of the political field and that of the
scientific field, which command contradictory principles of hierarchy. The
author shows how a social science whose object is its own functioning can
provide the principles for a scientific Realpolitik whose objective is the progress
of scientific reason. These principles partake of epistemology and the
sociology of fields of production, when they favor a comparison of points of
view which perceive themselves as such in the awareness of the social
determinants of their differences. They also concern the transformation of
the social organization of scientific production and circulation on both a
national and international scale, in the sense of a *“ working dissensus” based
on the critical recognition of explicit compatibilities and incompatibilities
established not socially but scientifically.
