nibilizada em 2023 e conta com um sistema de informacdes acerca



de autoria e contribuicio, reclamacdes, contestagdes, alegacdes de
ma conduta, conflito de interesse, compartilhamento e reproduc¢io
de dados, supervisio ética, propriedade intelectual, debate e corre¢io
pos-publicacido, politica de plagio e custos envolvidos no processo
editorial. Além disso, também indica os deveres e responsabilidades
dos editores, avaliadores e autores.

Isto posto, é com enorme satisfacio que, em fluxo continuo, a
Revista Sequéncia disponibiliza seu primeiro nimero do volume 44
(2023), trazendo artigos extremamente valiosos ao estudo critico do
Direito e suas respectivas areas, respeitando a diversidade de pensa-

The construction of Legal Science has been increasingly affirmed
as the result of a collective and orderly activity based on the search
for the establishment of qualified theoretical inferences and subject to
debate and verification, observing the rules of research, evaluation,
and scientific communication.

In this context, the Sequéncia Journal has been committed, since
1980, to providing original and unpublished studies that provide legal
professionals and the community in general with a critical, diverse,
and democratic perspective on understanding Legal Science and its
implications at the level of facts.

With this mission, Sequéncia has constantly improved its edi-
torial low and aligned its activity with the quality standards requi-
red nationally and internationally. The journal maintained its Al
evaluation extract in the Qualis CAPES system in the 2017-2020
quadrennium, revealing all the commitment to the value of scientific
communication in the country.

The journal has also updated its website, making available its
new Policy on Ethics and Good Practice in Scholarly Publishing. The
new policy was developed based on the principles of good practice
recommended by COPE, DOAJ, OASPA and WAME and will be

made available in 2023. It has a system of information about authorship
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and contribution, complaints, challenges, allegations of misconduct,
conflicts of interest, data sharing and reproduction, ethical supervision,
intellectual property, post-publication debate and correction, plagia-
rism policy, and costs involved in the editorial process. In addition,
it also indicates the duties and responsibilities of editors, reviewers,
and authors.

That said, it is with great satisfaction that, in continuous flow, the
Sequéncia Journal makes available its first issue of volume 44 (2023),
bringing extremely valuable articles to the critical study of Law and its

respective areas, respecting the diversity of thoughts and approaches.
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
